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The Legislative Council will meet on Friday, June 30, 2023 at 10:00 A.M. to consider proposed
legislative studies. Attached are background materials on the proposed studies for the upcoming
legislative interim. The materials consist of:

e A suggested protocol for considering the proposed studies (see attached); and

e A spreadsheet listing the proposed legislative study commissions and task forces along with
summary information related to each proposed study, including the estimated cost of each
study. The studies are sorted by funding source.

The studies packet also includes the following appendices for your reference:

e A copy of Joint Rule 353 regarding the legislative studies (see subsection 10 for reference to
the study table);

e A copy of the Legislative Council Policy on Legislative Studies;

e Copies of the engrossed version (or the latest version available) of the bill, resolve or joint
order that would authorize each study.

Historically, when evaluating items that have been placed on the Special Study Table, Legislative
Councils have considered: the number of proposed studies on the Study Table, the funds available for
proposed studies, the timing of the proposed studies, and staff resources. For your convenience, you will
find on the following page current information regarding those elements.



Number of studies on Study Table.

e Currently, the Study Table chart includes 39 studies — 34 are pending final enactment, one has
been enacted and 3 are statutory, ongoing studies.

Budget Resources
e The annual budget for the General Fund studies account is $14,500, of which $4,500 is allocated
for the ongoing Advisory Commission on the Fund to Address PFAS Contamination, plus any
remaining balance from prior years, subject to the approval of the Legislative Council.
e The cost of proposed studies exceed available resources by $68,081 in FY24, and by $7,800 in
FY25.

Staff Resources
o Historically, the Legislative Council considers the number of staff available when setting the
maximum number of studies to be approved.
o Studies are assigned at least 2 analysts
o Generally, each analyst is assigned 1.5 studies (primary staff on one study, secondary
staff on another)
o OPLA has 15 analysts for studies this interim (note that one study [LD 1597] specifies
OPEGAJ/OFPR as staff)
= With no other interim work required, there are enough staff resources for 11 to
12 studies (including statutory ongoing).
= So far, four Joint Standing Committees have submitted requests to meet during
the interim, which would reduce the number of studies for which staff resources
are available to 9-10 studies.

Effective date of proposed studies
e Studies not enacted as emergency measures will not take effect until early October

o Most studies provide a 30-day window after the effective date to make appointments

o Initial meeting for studies without an emergency may be as late as November

o Joint Rule 353(7) establishes a report date of the first Wednesday in December during a
First Session — (12/6/2023)

= Report dates/meetings later than December 6 create a staffing overlap with
Second Regular Session committee work

o If the effective date is a concern, an emergency could be added to the bill or the relevant
Joint Standing Committees could consider, on their own, duties that would otherwise be
assigned to a study commission (and meet at any point during the interim)

e Some studies on the list are multi-year studies with report dates of November 2024

o Multi-year studies may impact consideration of Special Study Table after the Second

Regular Session.



Protocols for Review of Legislative Study Proposals
131° Legislature
Legislative Council Meeting
June 30, 2023
Background: Requirements Relevant to Studies in the First Reqular Session

Under the terms of the Joint Rules of the 131% Legislature, section 353, all joint orders and
legislation proposing legislative studies regardless of funding source must be placed on a special study
table. The Legislative Council must review proposed studies and establish priorities for allocation of
budgetary and staffing resources.

For studies authorized by the Legislative Council, the Legislative Council must provide funds
sufficient to enable the committee to reasonably conduct and complete the requirements of the studies.

Also under the Joint Rules, the Legislative Council must adopt a policy relating to preparing
study legislation. On March 23, 2023, the Legislative Council unanimously adopted a policy on
legislative studies for the 131% Legislature. Joint Rules and the related council policy specify the manner
of appointment, selection of chair, compensation of members, report date and other relevants as part of
study legislation. Copies of the Joint Rules and the adopted policy are in your notebook (see appendices).

Decision: Suqggested Protocol for Authorizing Legislative Studies

e The Legislative Council will review study requests, which are presented in separate binders_in LD
order and grouped by funding source.

o Voting will be by a show of hands or roll call vote, and each Legislative Council member’s vote will
be recorded. The record of each vote will be made available for public inspection following the
meeting.

e Committee chairs and others are welcome to observe the council’s deliberations on the study requests,
but discussion of the requests will be confined to council members. However, Legislative Council
members may ask questions of committee chairs and other legislators regarding the proposed study if
needed.

e With respect to studies approved by the Legislative Council, the Council shall specifically review
those elements of the studies that do not conform to applicable standards and policies approved by the
Council. The Council will include as part of its motion to authorize a study acceptance of any non-
conforming elements of the study. Floor amendments to authorized studies making Council-
authorized changes will be prepared in the name of the Senate Majority Leader, except for studies
tabled in the House, which will be in the name of the House Majority Leader.

Issues: Policy Issues Needing Decision

1. Number of authorized meetings and meeting location-Recommendation: Unless otherwise
specified by the Legislative Council, the number of study meetings is not to exceed four (4) and
meetings are to be held in the Augusta area.

2. Studies conducted using non-General Fund sources-Recommendation: When a study committee
is required to be funded by outside funds, the study committee may not convene until sufficient funds
are received to pay for the study.

3. Interim committee meetings-Recommendation: When authorized by law or joint order or approved
jointly by the presiding officers, joint standing and joint select committees may meet during the
legislative interim. The number of authorized days may not exceed availability of budgeted funds.
Except as approved, committee clerks are not authorized to staff interim committee meetings or
studies. Joint standing and joint select committees must complete all assigned work within their
authorized meeting days.
