1. Cost - High Speed Toll Gantry (provided by Maine Turnpike Authority)

The cost of a toll gantry can vary from $2 million to $8 million depending on the number of lanes
crossed, the number of antennas and in ground loops, and the size of the overhead structures.

The electronic toll discussed for York would have crossed six traffic lanes, the median and four shoulder
lanes. The estimated cost of which came in around $7 million to $8 million. In other settings, the Maine
Turnpike Authority has built toll gantries across two lanes of traffic for about $2 million or $3 million.

Business categories are assigned based on primary function. For example, revenue from businesses
assigned to the “Auto Parts” category would include all State revenue collected from auto parts stores. It
would not include sales tax revenue from auto parts sold at major retail stores such as Wal-Mart or
Target. Revenue from auto parts sold at major retail stores is assigned to a different category.

Additionally, this chart only represents sales tax revenue collected from these businesses. For example,
if a business also provides short term vehicle rentals that revenue is not included because it falls under a
different tax.
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3. State Lottery Revenue (provided by Department of Administrative and Financial Services)

In fiscal year 2019 just over $62.5 million dollars from the Maine State Lottery went to the General
Fund and just over $0.5 million dollars went to Department of Fish & Wildlife. Please see the attached
sheet for more detailed information.
