These changes are primarily intended to clarify the intent of the existing rules and to
address the following areas: the use of a geotextile with crushed stone backfill; traffic control
for short-term wire crossings; aerial attachments to existing poles; services to corner lots;
service consolidation for new installations with multiple highway crossings; and, underground
service lines located on the highway side of ditches. An additional section addressing the
potential designation of replaced or out-of-service poles as public safety hazards is also
included.
