AA, §1 15 

and affected by §8, is further amended to read: 16 

§4365.  Rate of tax 17 

A tax is imposed on all cigarettes imported into this State or held in this State by any 18 

person for sale at the rate of 100 mills for each cigarette.  Beginning October 1, 2013, the 19 

rate of tax is imposed on all cigarettes imported into this State or held in this State by any 20 

person for sale at the rate of 101.5 mills for each cigarette.  Payment of the tax is 21 

evidenced by the affixing of stamps to the packages containing the cigarettes. 22
