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§2310.  Other permitted uses for buses
A bus may be used for school activities other than conveying students to and from home and school 

if:  [PL 2013, c. 484, §2 (NEW).]
1.  Carrying capacity of 40 or more passengers.  The bus has a carrying capacity of 40 or more 

passengers and is operated by a motor carrier holding an operator's permit issued by the Bureau of State 
Police and is integrally constructed; or
[PL 2013, c. 484, §2 (NEW).]

2.  Multifunction school activity bus.  The bus is a multifunction school activity bus that is 
operated by a driver with a school bus operator endorsement pursuant to section 2303 that is appropriate 
for the number of passengers and gross vehicle weight rating.  A driver of a multifunction school 
activity bus must comply with all applicable school bus operator requirements of this Title.
