She was the first
female Cabinet Secretary and the driving force behind the New
Deal Programs that still provide financial security for all
Americans like Social Security and unemployment insurance.
She held this position for 12 years, making her the longest
serving Secretary of Labor in U.S. history. She is an American
pioneer and she's buried near her homestead in New Castle,
which is at the heart of my district. This bill provides one-time
funds to the Frances Perkins Center to ensure the public has safe
and accessible access to the homestead. | was proud to
introduce this legislation on behalf of the Center. They have
tirelessly advocated for this homestead and to honor the memory
of the great Frances Perkins. The Center, which became the
owner of the homestead in January 2020, is in the process of
preserving the homestead for public use in perpetuity, through the
renovation of the homestead, and maintenance of the property.
The National Parks Service awarded a $500,000 Save America's
Treasures grant to this project in August 2020. This is a very
competitive grant and it now means that the Center has to provide
$824,000 in matching funds, including in-kind service, to meet the
grant requirements. The Center has already amazingly raised
$500,000 towards the match. This bill would give an additional
$100,000 from the State of Maine to help the Center fill in the
rest. The State of Maine would join in partnership with the
National Parks Service and Coastal Rivers Conservation Trust
that holds a conservation easement on most of this property. In
2018, Maine Preservation designated the Perkins family
homestead as one of the most endangered historic sites in our
state. This funding would be used to make sure that the
homestead is open to the public, both inside the house and
around the property that goes down to the Damariscotta River,
educational events will generate publicity and additional cultural
interest, and the State of Maine will receive perpetual recognition
at the France Perkins homestead. Please join me in voting for
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this bill today in honoring one of Maine's greatest heroes. Thank

It furthers our state policy adopted in 2009 to
promote product stewardship in order to protect the health and
safety, as well as the welfare, of Maine residents.

Those drugs will see less of a financial impact and the more
expensive boutique drugs will be - maintain their fair share of that
cost of administering the program. | would just like to say, and |
know that technically | am speaking on the motion to amend, but
it's important to understand that most young people - their
entryway to accessing these harmful drugs is through their
parent's medical cabinet - medicine cabinet, and if we can give
parents a way to immediately dispose of unwanted drugs it will do
a lot of good for the children in our state. Thank you.

One of the questions that | get
asked most often these days is: why did | run for office? | always
give the same honest answer which is that | love Maine. | spent
my life in Nobleboro and | love our way of life. | love my
community, our kindness, our compassion, our commitment to
each other regardless of party or background. | love our woods,
rivers, lakes, oceans, dirt roads, and trails. | was raised outside
on a farm and have known since | was little that this is what |
would do with my life. As | grew older | began to understand how
deeply Maine is threatened, especially our environment upon
which our economy relies. The Maine that we know and love
today is no longer guaranteed to be there in the future. These
changes are not only devastating because of their environmental
impacts, they threaten our entire economy. The livelihood of
fishermen, farmers, foresters, and guides who rely on a healthy
environment to make a living are under deep threat. Protecting
our environment isn't just about our natural resources, it's about
standing up for our economy and our constituents. For my entire
lifetime | have watched the government stand by and do far too
little to protect our state's resources, the foundation of our
economy. For years, and some might argue decades, state and
federal governments have allowed the climate crisis and
environmental degradation to run rampant. These problems have
only gotten worse. Who pays the price for government inaction?
We do and our constituents do.

So | ran for office but when | got elected | was really stumped
at what kind of legislation could match the profound economic
and environmental scale and scope of the challenges that we
face. We can introduce a bill but it only helps part of the problem.
We know that greater environmental harm and natural greater
economic upheaval are inevitable. We have also seen in recent
years how quickly a new administration, Governor or President,
from either party can quickly and drastically change policy
courses. This political landscape is and always will be uncertain.
We are lucky to have strong environmental laws in Maine right
now, but they are certainly not to be taken for granted. The
Pinetree Amendment is about making sure that a healthy
environment is not mercy to political whim, but that it is a basic
right for all Mainers.

This Constitutional Amendment adds language to Article I,
the Declaration of Rights of the Maine Constitution, that
guarantees a right to a healthy environment. This idea was
brought to me by two constituents last year. | was immediately
intrigued and | learned how this language has been used in
Montana and Pennsylvania where similar language has been in
place for decades to protect farmers and small towns from
environmental devastation. The intent of this language is to hold
government accountable, to ensure that all Mainers have a right
to a healthy environment. No Governor or Legislature, no law or
permit can violate that right. This is how we protect Mainers and
the natural resources that our economy will rely on for
generations to come. | have consulted multiple lawyers, five to be
exact, and colleagues on both sides of the aisle to craft the final
language that you see here today. This language has the
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expressed intent of holding the government accountable. It would

be a bizarre use of the language, as one lawyer put it, if it were to

be used to sue a business or neighbor. This is about making sure

that Mainers have a right to hold the government accountable.
The rights enumerated in Article | of our State Constitution grant
us religious freedom, freedom to assemble, the right to keep and
bear arms, freedom of speech, and dozens more. These rights
are broad so that they best protect us. They are there for us.
They are not subject to political interpretation. It is now time that
we also have a right to a clean and healthy environment.

When we take office as legislators, we swear to uphold the
Constitution. Let us make sure that this vow includes a promise
to fight for our environment, the foundation of our state. | urge
you to join me in sending this crucial amendment to the people of
Maine, to our constituents, so that they can finally realize their
legal rights to a healthy environment, a right that each and every
one of us was born with. Thank you.

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Senator STEWART: Thank you, Mr. President. | rise today to
speak in opposition to the pending motion. If we do not pass this
bill insurance premiums will rise by 4%. A little background. Last
year the Legislature passed PL 2019, Chapter 653, that set Maine
on a path to create a State-based exchange for health insurance.
Originally, the bill proposed to merge the small group of individual
markets into one. Skepticism about the wisdom of such move led
to the language being amended to require the Bureau of
Insurance to prove that merging the markets would result in
increased premiums in either the small groups or the individual
markets. Over the course the last summer, two actuarial reports
were conducted. The Bureau contracted with Gorman Actuarial
and the other report was conducted by Milliman for the Maine
Guaranteed Access Reassurance Association, otherwise known
as MGARA. MGARA's charged with providing rate relief to the
individual market. Insurance companies prospectively seed high
risk members to MGARA which then draws federal funds for
claims above the attachment point.

Since it's restart in 2019, MGARA effectiveness has resulted
in an 11% decrease in premiums in the individual market. That's
correct, an 11% decrease in premiums. Both actuaries showed
the same thing. If we go forward with merging the small group
and individual markets the average premium in the individual
market will increase by 4% over where they would be if we do not
merge the markets.

Based on the letter of the law, the Bureau should be looking
at other options to help the small group market. Unfortunately,
the Bureau decided to continue to pursue merging the markets
and their decision is based on using a phony baseline of what
insurance rates would be if MGARA did not exist to claim that
there is a savings. One cannot help but wonder if one of the
insurance companies that they oversee used similar accounting
gimmicks would they be investigated for fraud? This bill is before
you because we have an opportunity to save the individual
markets from unnecessary rate hikes. While it is true that the
Superintendent delayed the market merger one year last week,
we need to enact this legislation to put a stop to any future moves
to merge the markets. We must act today to ensure the stability
and integrity of the individual market. The Director of MGARA
testified in favor of this bill. They are concerned that the solvency
of the program - of the solvency of the program should the two
markets go forward. The Milliman study states that market
merger would reduce MGARA's ability to deliver benefits to the
individual market by a margin of approximately 30% to 50%. The
reduction is passed through funds from the federal government
would be reduced by $18 million. If we do not reject this motion
and fail to pass this bill, beginning in 2023 the average monthly
premium for an individual policy would rise $25 per month. For a
family of four purchasing health insurance on the individual
market that's an additional $1,200 a year. That's the average. If
someone has a preexisting condition, or underlying concern, it
would be even more. This bill is before you because the current
law is being ignored. This bill is important to ensure that the
intent of the law that we passed last year is followed by the
Bureau. With everything we have gone through during the
COVID-19 pandemic, it is critical that we save those individuals
purchasing insurance from unnecessary rate hikes. | encourage
this Body to reject this motion and move to enact this bill. Thank
you.

THE PRESIDENT: The Chair recognizes the Senator from
Cumberland, Senator Sanborn.

Senator SANBORN: Thank you, Mr. President. What my good
friend from Aroostook County, | got the county right this time,
mentioned in passing was that we did, in fact, pass this bill
unanimously last year and we put in place a safeguard, which is
to say that our Bureau of Insurance, who is much better at
reading actuarial reports than our committee of legislators, none
of whom is an actuary or a statistician or an insurance regulator,
so when we put it in the hands of our Bureau of Insurance,
whether taking into account the totality of the circumstances, it
made sense to merge the markets so we gave them some
language around that in the statute and, low and behold, we got
actuarial studies, three of them, produced with conflicting answers
on this point. We also experienced something that is unheard of
really in the last 20 years of insurance premiums, which is that in
the individual market in Maine the insurance premiums this year
are double digit percentages lower than last year. That really
scrambled the actuarial reports and the calculation because at the
same time what's going on in the state of Maine is that our small
group health insurance market is on the verge of a death spiral.
What that means is that small businesses are struggling with
double digit rate increases at the same time that our individual
market is actually going down in price. That's crazy that we're
seeing that happen and it's going to really impact the viability of
small businesses that want to continue offering health insurance
to their employees and so what the Superintendent has done in
this situation where we have conflicting actuarial reports is
actually to put a hold on this process. That's what we asked him
to do in our legislation that we passed unanimously in this Body
last year. We asked him to look at this in his professional
judgment, taking into account the totality of the circumstances.
The other circumstance that has changed | referenced in my
earlier discussion earlier today, which is that the way that ACA
premium subsidies is calculated has just changed. The federal
government has made those premium subsidies much more
available because there's no longer an income cap at 400%. We
don't have an actuarial report to tell us what the impact of those
additional federal monies, which can be recaptured and used to
pay for this merged market wrap-around reinsurance program.
We don't have an actuary report to tell us the impact of the
American Rescue Plan and its changes to the Affordable Care
Act. So we will get more studies. The Bureau of Insurance will
do exactly what we asked them to do last year, which is to
continue to research this and go forward when it makes sense to
do so. Please follow my light and vote Ought Not to Pass.

to put up with a lot. From forced closures, masked mandates,
reduced capacity limits, and a government that encouraged them
to tattle on each other. It has been a season of unpredictability
and Maine's small businesses deserve some measure of relief.
This bill seeks to take one piece of stress off of their plate. This
bill repeals language that limits the number of plans available to a
small business to just twelve clear choice designed plans
selected by the Bureau of Insurance. It allows them to keep the
insurance plans that the currently offer to their employees. If we
do not pass this bill, small businesses and their employees will
see a reduction in benefits. You heard a little bit about that earlier
today. While simplicity makes sense for individual shopping on
the exchange, it does not make sense for small businesses.
They have more complex needs and typically shop with a broker
who finds a policy that works best for them and their
circumstances. If we fail to pass this bill we'll force Maine's small
businesses into a not-so-clear choice, a choice between offering
fewer benefits to their employees or having to make cuts in other
areas such as wages to pay for richer plan designs. Now is the
time to help small businesses, our small business community, to
recover from the COVID-19 pandemic. We can do that by
ensuring that they can keep their healthcare plan that they
currently have for their employees, plans that have been
designed for them, not by government bureaucrats but by people
that understand the markets and what works best for the
individual businesses. | would encourage this Body to reject the
pending motion and pass this bill to give our small businesses
some measure of predictability and relief. Thank you.

Once again we find ourselves in a
position where a policy that was voted unanimously by our
committee and by this Legislature just over one year ago is
attempted to be repealed before it has even been implemented. |
guess | would recall again my comments earlier, which is that this
small group market for health insurance is on the verge of a death
spiral. It's a time when we really are thinking as small business
owners, boy | sure hope that exact same crappy plan | was able
to offer my employees last year is still available next year even
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though it's going to cost 20% more and I'm going to be able to
afford it that much less and so are my employees. That's the
circumstance we're in today. But | also want to go a little further
than that and just say that the intent here is to repeal the part of
this bill that applies to small group markets and | believe that what
will happen is that the small group market piece of this is going to
be delayed because the markets are not going to be merged this
year. Again, that should be up to the Bureau of Insurance who
has engaged an enormous amount of review, rulemaking, a
stakeholder process in order to design insurance plans that can
be compared apples to apples both by small business owners,
who are not brokers and get these large spreadsheets of different
options that are all apples to oranges, and very difficult for us to
compare, as well as for individuals on the marketplace. Both of
them need relief. It is a policy that we decided on just last year,
hasn't been implemented yet, but with the amount of rulemaking
and feedback on this topic that has been collected, now the
health insurance industry is seeking to cut off via this bill. Make
no mistake, the only folks who want to take away this piece of
policy are health insurers themselves who want to continue to
confuse us through their plan design. That's the reason you have
nine million options, because confusion makes them money. So
let's not fall for that and instead vote Ought Not to Pass and let
our Bureau of Insurance continue to work through the process of
how and when these clear-choice products that they've spent so
much time developing should apply in the both the individual and
the small group market. Thank you, Mr. President.
